Clearing snow and ice from pavements yourself

There's no law stopping you from clearing snow
and ice on the pavement outside your home or from
public spaces. It's unlikely you'll be sued or held legally
responsible for any injuries on the path if you have
cleared it carefully. Follow the snow code.

The snow code — tips on clearing snow from pave-
ments or public spaces.

Prevent slips, pay extra attention to clear snow and ice
from steps and steep pathways - you might need to
use more salt on these areas. Use salt or sand - not
water.

If you clear snow and ice yourself, don’t make the path-
ways more dangerous by causing them to refreeze.

LOW BLOOD PRESSURE

Low blood pressure can mean you are in excellent
shape, but it can also mean you are not getting enough
blood to your vital organs.

The trick is maintaining a lower healthy blood pressure
without getting it too low, which could cause organ dam-
age.

A blood pressure reading of less than 90/60 is consid-
ered too low, according to the Mayo Clinic.
Many athletes have low blood pressure because of their
good health and active lifestyles. Others experience
symptoms of low blood pressure such as dizziness,
fainting, vomiting, nausea and depression.

But how do you raise your blood pressure if you start
noticing the symptoms?.

Drink beetroot juice. According to Blood Pressure Up-
dates, low blood pressure patients are instructed to
drink TWO cups of beetroot juice per day and improve-
ment is guaranteed.

Take EPSOM salt baths. One of the simplest remedies
for raising blood pressure, an Epsom salt bath involves
dissolving 1/2 kg of the salt in a regular bath. Soak in
the bath for about 15 minutes. For the best results, take
this bath just before bedtime. Get the nutrition you
need. Low blood pressure is often caused by malnutri-
tion, so it's important to get enough vitamins (especially
vitamin C and the B vitamins) and protein.
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Take vitamins like pantothenic acid (vitamin B5), which
has been said to be beneficial to treat and prevent low
blood pressure. Consistent nutrient and vitamin intake
will undoubtedly help in raising your blood pressure
and keeping it from getting too low.

Eat salty foods. Salt is valuable in preventing and rais-
ing low blood pressure, so eating salty foods like pea-
nuts and salted popcorn or drinking a glass of water
with a teaspoon of salt in it are invaluable to your blood
pressure. Be sure to choose healthy salty foods, not
salty junk food.

Eat fruit with every meal. Fruit works wonders for low
blood pressure. Fruits will help replenish and re-
nourish your whole system and should be major part of
your overall diet.

Do mild exercises every day. Swimming, bicycling,
walking and light jogging are great for low blood pres-
sure because they help to promote overall health. Ex-
ercising will work with the other lifestyle changes to
prevent or cure low blood pressure.

Police Notice.
Police are reminding residents make sure they check
the identity of doorstep callers.

The advice comes following reports of people calling
at homes wanting and offering to sell goods,
Community Safety Inspector Russ Dakin said: “We
really want to remind residents of the importance of
checking for identity when people come to the door.
There have been times where residents have sadly
become the victim of a burglary while being distracted
by someone on the door step.

“Our advice to residents is that if you are not sure who
is calling, then don’t open the door. Always check the
identity of callers.

In order to legitimately sell goods door to door people
must carry a pedlar’s certificate, an official document
issued by police, and we would advise residents to al-
ways ask to see this before buying.

Genuine callers will understand and be prepared to
wait while you make the necessary checks. If you have
any doubts or if they are persistent, then contact the
police, who will be able to verify their identity.”

A Pedlar’s Certificate is issued by the police force from
which the salesman lives, and people can be arrested
or summoned to court for trading without one. They are
valid for a year and should include a description of the
holder on the certificate.

Four telephone kiosks were targeted between 1.25am
& 2.10am on Thursday 1 November.

A blow torch or cutting equipment was used to remove
the cashbox on kiosks on Main Road, Langwith; Little

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The Final Chapter
PLEASLEY COLLIERY 1949 TO 1983
MY LIFE and TIMES
By Dennis Hall.

Below are a few statistics about Pleasley Colliery;

23.05.34—Pit head baths opened. Before that men
would go home dirty and bath in an old tin bath in front
of the fire.

At one time there were as many as 400 horses em-
ployed underground. There were quite a number of sta-
bles in the Waterloo, Dunsil, Top Hard and Deep Hard
Seams.

It was a very happy sight to see them come out of the
pit at holiday time to the fields of grass and plenty of
sun shine. The hard job was catching them to take them
back underground. Men used to take their kids and
plenty of bread to sit and feed the ponies.

The North Pit shaft had a bend in it, so wooden conduc-
tors ran the whole length of the shaft. To keep the chair
in a straight line we used to turn an average 48 draws
up and down per hour at 8 tubs of coal at a time. Many
times these conductors would snap off and plummet to
the pit bottom and the job was stood up to 3 hours at a
time to be renewed.

Talking about holidays, there were 2 holiday camps; one
at Skegness and the other at Rhyl, North Wales).

Men used to have money stopped out of their wages
every week to pay for their family holidays. It was a
great sight to see everyone getting on the buses to go
to their chosen resort.

Some of the Seams worked at Pleasley Colliery were
the Top Hard Seam, Dunsil Seam, Deep Hard, Piper
and Waterloo Seams. Some of the first coal turned out
of the pit went to Windsor Castle,

The first Waterloo Seam finished in 1951. Most of the
men went to work in the Deep Hard Seam on the power
loaders and German Ploughs.

The North pit ceased coal production on 5 June 1970.
Some of the men left to work at Shirebrook, Langwith
and Sherwood colliery. The rest went into the Deep
Hard Seam to work on 33s face on 8 June 1970.

In 1975 we won the District Safety & Tidiness Safety
competition for all the pits in the area. Out of the prize
money every employee received a Personnel Medical
Pack (carried on their belts).

When the Deep Hard and Piper Seams came together
on 54s face the seam was 10ft thick and the new 500hp
shearer was introduced.

Coming back to local activities we used to run an an-
nual sports day on the cricket field, dog show, garden
produce show, running, etc for employees children.
This was very well supported by the colliery. Men were
allowed out of the pit a whole week to get everything
ready. Ron Smith, Digger Dale, Titch Stevenson, Char-
lie Jones, George Bowmer, Bill Thatcher, Frank West-
ern and myself used to organise the events, etc.
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PLEASLEY COLLIERY 1949 TO 1983
During the year Sally Simpson, Barbara Smith,
Margaret Dale, Vera Jones and Mrs Thatcher used to
run raffles every week in the welfare to pay for the kids’
prizes.
The colliery could boast quite a few celebrities locally:
Mr Cyril Stone (Lord Mayor of Mansfield) Mr Ernest
Groves (also Lord Mayor of Mansfield), Mr Ron Clarke
(Chairman Mansfield Borough Council), Mr Doug
Simpson (Chairman Pleasley Parish Council and
Chairman of Bolsover District Council), Mr Frank
Western (Pleasley & Bolsover District Council) and Mrs
Tina Burns, Bolsover Chairperson. Her husband Trevor
worked at the pit. There were quite a few lads played
professional football, below are quite a few:
Sid Watson, Digger Daley, Ticker Richard and David
Ward.
The colliery also boasted a good cricket team, ably led
by Mr Oliver Gregory, and a tennis club. Notable
members of the tennis club were: Mr & Mrs Ken
Briggs, Mr & Mrs Albert Johnson (Training Officer).
Bowls Club. Here again, the Murcott brothers (Danny
& Ebor), Sam Froggatt, Keith Bowmer were in the
team.

Another hobby was pigeon flying.

Fat and Les Tyne, Skiff Parker, Benny Hill, Dave Lee,
Tommy Marriott, Walt Bowmer, the Sills Brothers, Ernie
Polffreman, Granddad Alvey and sons Ken Banham -
to name but a few.

Fortunes were won and lost on the races.

Mr Harold Eggleshaw ran and conducted the Pleasley
Colliery Band.

The colliery managers were encouraged by the areas
to help in any way with providing equipment for most of
the functions.

At that time of the day the most respected man in the
area was Doctor J A Wilson, who was President of
every club, also St John Ambulance Brigade and the
Stantonion Jazz band.

We used to have a benevolent fund called "The United
Collieries Paraplegic Function", Miss Hazel Twiggs
Manager's Secretary) was a leading light in this. The
Collieries were Pleasley, Teversall, Silverhill and
Sutton. An annual dance and presentation was
arranged and went on for many years. It was very
moving to see them come up in their wheelchairs for
their presentation.

As | have said previously it was a very close knit family
pit, whole families from granddad, dad. sons and their
sons carried on their name at the pit.

One man, Albert Crofts, worked in the power house.
Also his brother-in-law Sid Denham, Walt Swallow and
David Milner - they'd really got control of the pit
between them on the telephone exchange. Albert once
worked 39 consecutive Christmas Day shifts during his
life at the pit.

Mind you he must have gone home at some time as
he'd got a large family - some of them worked at the
pit. You could never get him on the phone on a
Sunday morning as he was cooking his breakfast and
nothing could disturb him until he'd had it!
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Albert (BOD) Murphy was the village DIY man. He could
make anything out of metal or wood and had wonderful
tools and lathes in his huge shed. The only trouble was
that he used to overload the electric cable and blow the
power in the transformer at the bottom of the street.
Doug Holmes, an electrician at the pit, had to go out
with a torch and reset the power. When the lights went
out in the village the cry was "Bod’s at it again!!"

The local doctor, J A Wilson, used to say if you went to
the surgery "Leave the frying pan alone and have a
miner's breakfast - one woodbine cigarette and a glass
of water, that will get the dust off your chest".

Another village character was the midwife. Nurse
Martin, who lived on Portland Street, New Houghton.
We lived not far from her and many was the time we
heard her being knocked up and men shouting "Look
sharp, she’s having the baby!"

Doctor Wilson used to say "Nurse Martin brings them
into the world, | look after them during their lifetime and
Meryl Simms the undertaker puts them away. Between
us we've got it made".

When we were kids in the village we had to go to the
chapel 3 times a day and at Whitsuntide we used to
have the anniversary and sit on the platform and sing or
recite but on Bank Holiday Monday the men used to put
a piano onto the back of a lorry along with the small
children arid we used to parade round the streets
singing at various places (including the Manager's
house) and collect money for the chapel funds.

When we were kids, if your dad was a member of the
local club or pub you went on a trip to the seaside. As
many as 10 buses left the village on the first Sunday in
August for "Skeggy". It was great!. Kids crying, being
sick, we got half a crown (12 and a halfpence). A bag of
crisps and a bottle of pop and back home by 7.00 pm —
a great day out!!

I can honestly say apart from a few slight injuries |
enjoyed my time in the industry and met some very
good people and some honest workmen. | can only say
that when Pleasley Colliery closed in December 1983
after 110 years. | was deeply moved and had a large
lump in my throat. | went to Shirebrook colliery for my
last three and a half years, but | don't think | will ever
forget my life and times at Pleasley Colliery.

Although it has now passed here is a
brief explanation.

Four hundred years ago, in 1605, a man called Guy
Fawkes and a group of plotters (Robert Winter, Chris-
topher Wright, John Wright (no relation to me), Guy
Fawkes, Robert Catesby and Thomas Winter)
attempted to blow up the Houses of Parliament in
London with barrels of gunpowder placed in the base-
ment. They wanted to kill King James and the king’s
leaders.

Some people in England prefer to remember Guy as
"the only man ever to enter Parliament with honour-
able intentions."

When Queen Elizabeth | took the throne of England
she made some laws against the Roman Catholics.
Guy Fawkes was one of a small group of Catholics
who felt that the government was treating Roman
Catholics unfairly. They hoped that King James |
would change the laws, but he didn't.

Catholics had to practise their religion in secret. There
were fines for people who didn't attend the Protestant
church on Sunday or holy days. James | passed laws
against the Catholics when he became king.

What happened - the Gunpowder Plot

A group of men led by Robert Catesby, plotted to Kkill
King James and blow up the Houses of Parliament,
the place where the laws that governed England were
made.

The plot was simple - the next time Parliament was
opened by King James |, they would blow up everyone
there with gunpowder. The men bought a house next
door to the parliament building. The house had a cellar
which went under the parliament building. They
planned to put gunpowder under the house and blow
up parliament and the king.

Guy Fawkes was given the job to keep watch over the
barrels of gunpowder and to light the fuse. On the
morning of 5th November, soldiers discovered Guy
hidden in the cellar and arrested him. The trail of gun-
powder at his feet would never be lit.

Guy Fawkes was taken to the Tower of London

He was tortured and questioned about the other plot-
ters. To start with he didn't tell the soldiers anything
about the plot. But, eventually he started to tell the
truth. They were all arrested and hanged.

In celebration of his survival, King James ordered that
the people of England should have a great bonfire on
the night on 5th November.

The event is still commemorated annually in England
on 5th November by fireworks and burning
‘guys’ (effigies) on bonfires.
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There has been a report of dog fouling on
Newboundmill Lane who will be the first to
get £100 fine, pick up after your dog.
